I, John Denny being very sick and in a low condition, likely to depart this life, I admit my body to the Earth and my Soul to almighty God, my Savior and Redeemer..To my daughter Anna Henson one shilling sterling.  To my daughter Elizabeth Turner one shilling sterling.  To my son Zachariah Denny 100 acres on land whereon he now lives from the River to the back line.  Also three cows and calves and two yearlings being already delivered likewise one black mare.  Likewise it is my desire that my wife shall have a peaceable living on my estate during her life.  I likewise give to my beloved wife my riding horse during her life but to remain in the care of my son John Denny and after her decease to return to said John Denny.  I desire that some part of my estate may be sold to pay my debts, “which is one saddle and one rifel Gun, and one piece of cloth containing Three yards, and trimming to it, and one Rackoon hat.”  Likewise I give and bequeath to my daughter Sarah Hunter five pounds worth of my personal estate after my wife’s decease.  I give and bequeath to my son John Denny all the rest of my Estate real and personal.  I leave my son John Denny Executor. Signed:  John Denney (his mark)
